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EMERGENCY:  EARTHQUAKE IN ECUADOR

“Together reconstructing lives, we will overcome”
REPORT ABOUT THE ACTUAL SITUATION
MAY 24, 2016 

The 7.8 earthquake on the Richter scale on April 16, 2016 that affected the coastal region of Ecuador left 6 Provinces in the state of emergency: Esmeraldas, Santo Domingo, Manabí, Guayas, Los Ríos and Santa Elena.  

The latest official data according to the Secretary of Risk Management are: 663 people died, 9 missing, 6,274 injured, 28.775 in shelters, 113 were rescued alive, 737.787 Food KITS have been delivered, and the aftershocks continue. 
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 Until this moment, there have been 1.504 aftershocks registered after the earthquake on the 16th of April, the strongest being 6.8 on May 18, which left one person dead, and 67 injured, and 27 homes affected as well as problems with the Electric service in the Provinces of Esmeraldas, Los Ríos and Pichincha. Another of the affected zones from the strong aftershocks was los Bancos, which belongs to the Province of Pichincha, which was subsequently declared an emergency zone when several homes collapsed.
On May 14, FEDICE delivered 100 personal hygiene kits in the area of El Carmen, Manabi, with the help of a group from the Methodist church. 
Our technicians are obtaining information pertinent to preparing a Project for the economic reactivation of some of the families located in the affected zones. 
We are united in our efforts to stand up again with might and to overcome the adversities which at this moment are happening in our country.
