Local Church Ministries Staff Sabbatical Leave Reports

My sabbatical began on January 3, 2012 and ended on April 2, 2012.

1. Lectionary index for Sing! Prayer and Praise: I adjusted the timeframe of the lectionary index from Year C to April 2012 – July 2013 (the middle of Year B, to the summer of 2013, later in Year C) so that suggestions could be posted online before the beginning of Year C (December 2012). 4. I am thankful that my sabbatical allowed me time to be present with Bea in many ways.

6. Sing! Prayer and Praise workshop: I offered a Sing! Prayer and Praise workshop for the Northwest Ohio Association on Sunday, March 18th. I had committed to this event before I had scheduled my sabbatical.

Reflection: While my sabbatical did not go exactly as planned, I was thankful for the time away from the office, especially for the time I was able to share with my friend Bea. I am thankful for all those who helped answer forwarded emails, tended to details of the musicians’ conference, helped with chapel music, and stepped in in so many ways while I was away from the office.
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
